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Unit I – [1896 to 1912] – The Modern Era Begins ~ Presidents McKinley and Roosevelt lead the United States into a new role in the world.  As Americans wrestle with internal issues, world events also have a major impact.

Unit II – [1912 to 1920] – The First Part of the Great 20th Century War ~ Political and Cultural values which have festered in Europe for years explode into violence that involves the entire world.

Unit III – [1920 to 1939] – Roaring Twenties, Depressing Thirties ~ The end of warfare brings on an era of excitement, with loose living, rampant crime, and general wantonness that is followed by the most severe economic collapse in modern times.

Unit IV – [1939 to 1952] – The Great 20th Century War Continues ~ Once again, deeply rooted issues create an untenable world situation.  As leaders of very different philosophies strive to help their countries survive, the world blazes into conflict again, only to find that the outcomes may present even more difficult problems.

Unit V – [1952 to 1963] – Frolicsome Fifties and JFK ~ As the world tries to get back to “normal”, many Americans find it easiest to hide in conformity until a young war veteran energizes the populace to actively change their world for the better.

Unit VI – [1963 to 1976] – The Most Difficult Years ~ Americans must recover from the assassination of a popular President while facing deep questions about race relations, social justice, and political responsibility.  In the midst of it all, a cultural revolution challenges all our values from a very different medium.

Unit VII – [1976 to 1992] – The Third Century Begins ~ As the U. S. enters its third century of existence, we experience the end of some major difficulties (Vietnam and Nixon’s resignation) while new challenges appear.

Unit VIII – [1992 to 20??] – The Days of Our Lives ~ Though everyone survived Millenium Fever, the role of the United States in the modern world undergoes several changes, with the ultimate significance yet to be determined.
